Label clippings with
source and date, eg

NZ Herald, 25 May, — -
2001 Sort clippings into

either chronological

order or arrange by
subject, eg

Parish events,

1960-1970
Or
Photocopy the Youth group camps
clippings onto acid
free paper, using a
quality photocopier,
and discard the
original newsprint
copies. Thisis
because newsprint
is acidic and will Photocopied clippings
rapidly yellow and can be stored as loose
fall apart pages in a folder, bound
into a volume or filed in
clear files

Pasting the copies into
a scrapbook is not
recommended unless
the book is made from
acid free paper and
methyl cellulose paste
is used
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
