The new position of Kaiwhakana 

The Wiremu NƗtana PƑnapa MƑori 

Collection was formed in 1997 by ex-

tracting all works by and about MƑori 

from the main collection and the pam-

phlet collection.  The collection in-

cludes the Waitangi Tribunal reports 

with supporting documents, and a full 

set of the Raupatu bank documents 

(RBD) of all land confiscations. The 

RBD include many maps, government 

records and official letters with many 

tǆpuna names and ancestral lands 

named before they were confiscated. 

They are a real taonga, and often 

reading them there is also sadness.   

While the collection has a strong 

historical focus it also presents infor-

mation relevant to current issues 

affecting MƑori . Items for the collec-

tion are selected on the basis of their 

content and subject matter. For in-

stance, does the item add to the existing 

pool of knowledge relevant to current 

issues facing MƑori ?  

I also must note, that books from Sir 

Kingi Ihakaõs library have also been 

added to this collection greatly adding 

to the body of knowledge within the 

MƑori collection.

Wiremu NǛtana PǕnapa 

b.1898ï d.1970 

Wiremu NǛtena PǕnapa was born at 

Dargaville on 7 June 1898, son of 

NǛtana PǕnapa, and educated at St. 

Stephen's College, Parnell, Te Rau 

Theological College, Gisborne, and 

St. John's College, Auckland, where 

in 1921 he gained his licentiate in 

theology. Becoming a deacon in the 

same year, he continued in the 

service of the Church and the MǕori 

mission till 1940. From 1941 to 1944 

he was Chaplain to the Armed 

Forces, and on his return he be-

came vicar of Ohinemutu till 1947, 

when he was transferred to the 

Taupo MǕori district. High office was 

now offered to him, and in 1951 he 

was consecrated Bishop of WaiapȊ. 

He was made a C.B.E. in 1954. 
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2009 marks 28 years since the 

library moved from its old build-

ing to the current library.  In that 

time libraries, and ways of ac-

cessing and using information 

have changed enormously,  and 

the paint, carpet and curtains are 

in urgent need of replacement.  

So as from the middle of Febru-

ary, the library will be operating 

from the lower floor of the build-

ing while the upper floor is re-

furbished.  

Key concepts directing the rede-

velopment are the digital world 

that we now live in, the three 

Tikanga nature of our Church, 

and the availability of the John 

Kinder Theological Library for 

the whole church.  The refur-

bished building will include a 

quiet study area, a meeting/

group study room with data 

equipment including a smart 

board, an information commons 

area that will be accessible to on-

site students after hours, and a 

more user friendly layout.  

Grey, red and black predominate 

in the colour scheme, to reflect 

the colours of the Anglican logo, 

and there are subtle weaving 

patterns incorporated into tiles 

to recognise the Maori and Pa-

cific strands of the three Tikanga 

church.  Over the entranceway is 

a wooden sculpture reminiscent 

of a waka ð and the journeys 

possible in the resources held in 

the Library.  

We hope to be back in the refur-

bished space in June.  Meanwhile 

full library services are available 

from the lecture room level of 

the library building, with the 

books and staff in residence 

there.
